computer imput, or to control toys and other
battery operated appliances.

The SimplyWorks® TRACKBALL uses the
latest wireless and optical technologies for
interference free operation and silky smooth
ball movement.
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* Works with any SimplyWorks® State of the art radio link with an
receiver for computer input or interference free operating range
toy control. exceeding 10 metres.

* Uses 2.4 GHz global, licence-free ISM
radio band.

* Durable optical technology with a
large, light touch, ball and silky
smooth ball movement.

* Colour coded Left/Right and Drag Lock
buttons mounted sub-flush to prevent
accidental operation.

* Sockets to operate Left/Right click
buttons from remote switches.

Your SimplyWorks® TRACKBALL is compatible with any SimplyWorks® receiver for computer
input and toy control applications.

Remove the battery cover on the underside of the unit. Connect a good quality (such as Duracell
or Energiser) 9-Volt PP3/6F-22 (or equivalent) battery. If you are not intending to use your

SimplyWorks® TRACKBALL for a long time, it is advisable to remove the battery to prevent
leakage, which may damage the product.
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Pair

Before you can use your SimplyWorks®
TRACKBALL it must be paired with one of the
SimplyWorks® receivers (RECEIVE, CONTROL
LITE, CONTROL, CONTROL PRO). To pair the
units use the following procedure:

1 Remove the battery cover on the
SimplyWorks® TRACKBALL.

2 Place the receiver within 1 metre of your
SimplyWorks® TRACKBALL.

3 Briefly press the Pair Button on the receiver
unit. The Pair LED on the receiver will begin
to flash slowly.

4 Within 10 seconds briefly press the Pair
Button inside the SimplyWorks®
TRACKBALL battery compartment.

5 After ashort period the Pair LED on the
receiver unit will light steadily for 5 seconds
indicating pairing is complete.

6 If the Pair LED stops flashing, and does
not light steadily, repeat the procedure
from (3). If it is unsuccessful, please refer
to the Troubleshooting section.

Maintenance

Your SimplyWorks® TRACKBALL has no user serviceable parts. If repair is necessary the unit
should be returned to Pretorian Technologies or an authorised distributor.
